Written Submissions:

Members of the Sub-Committee had before them written submissions from twelve interested parties.  No representations had been received from the Police or any other Responsible Authority.  The Chairman expressed concern that the Police were not in attendance at this meeting for this application.

Consideration of the application:

The Sub-Committee had inspected the area where the premises are situated immediately before the meeting.

The Senior Licensing Officer introduced the application.  He indicated the location of the premises and the area in which it was situated by means of an overhead plan.

Mr Roberton, the applicant’s solicitor then explained the application and made representations to the Sub-Committee regarding the application.  He asked the Sub-Committee if he could read a letter from a door supervisor for the premises because she was unable to attend this meeting.

One of the objectors present for the Hearing explained that the letter had not been made available before the meeting and, in these circumstances, the Chairman did not allow the letter to be read to the Sub-Committee.

The Senior Solicitor then sought clarification on various points about the application and the applicant’s solicitor advised the Sub-Committee on the issues in question.

The Chairman and other Members of the Sub-Committee, the Senior Solicitor and Mrs Morris, one of the interested parities in attendance for this application, asked questions about various issues and the applicant’s solicitor and Mr Colley, the manager of the premises, responded accordingly.

Mrs Cox, Mrs Morris and Joann Durkin then made representations about the application and the applicant’s solicitor responded accordingly.

The applicant’s solicitor then indicated that he wished to call Mr Perkins to speak on the application and, with the approval of the Chairman, Mr Perkins then spoke in support of the application.

The Chairman then invited the applicant’s solicitor to sum up, but he advised that this was not necessary.

The Sub-Committee then adjourned to make a decision on the application.

The Sub‑Committee asked their solicitor to help them frame the decision.  They had due regard to the Licensing Act 2003, Government Guidance and the Council’s Licensing Policy in making their decision.  Their decision in this matter was particularly based on the need to uphold the licensing objectives to reduce public nuisance in the vicinity of the premises.

(The meeting adjourned and reconvened accordingly).

RESOLVED – That, subject to the additional conditions indicated below the  Premises Licence for the Orange Street Music Club, 15 Orange Street, Canterbury be varied for the following:

Hours premises open to the public

0900 – 0030 hours   Every Friday and Saturday plus Easter Sunday, the Sunday preceding the Bank holidays at the beginning of May, late May/early June and in August.
Hours for the supply of alcohol (on the premises only)

0900 – 0000 hours   Every Friday and Saturday plus Easter Sunday, the Sunday preceding the Bank holidays at the beginning of May, late May/early June and in August.
Hours for the performance of plays (indoors)

0900 – 0000 hours  Every Friday and Saturday plus Easter Sunday, the Sunday preceding the Bank holidays at the beginning of May, late May/early June and in August.
Hours for the showing of films (indoors)

0900 – 0000 hours  Every Friday and Saturday plus Easter Sunday, the Sunday preceding the Bank holidays at the beginning of May, late May/early June and in August.
Hours for the playing of recorded music (indoors)

0900 – 0000 hours  Every Friday and Saturday plus Easter Sunday, the Sunday preceding the Bank holidays at the beginning of May, late May/early June and in August.

Hours for the performance of dance (indoors)

0900 – 2330 hours  

Friday and Saturday plus Easter Sunday, the Sunday preceding the Bank holidays at the beginning of May, late May/early June and in August.

Hours for late night refreshment (indoors)

2300 – 0000 hours  Friday and Saturday plus Easter Sunday, the Sunday preceding the Bank holidays at the beginning of May, late May/early June and in August.

Variations to the conditions on the current Premises Licence

Removal of the following conditions:-

1.
Only a person in possession of a bona fida Orange Street Music Club admissions card will be admitted to or allowed to remain on the premises after 1800 hours.

2.
Application for admission card has to be made at least two clear days before the date of the first admission, by completing a relevant application form and supplying two passport sized photographs.

3.
A list of names and addresses of all cardholders shall be kept on the premises and produced on demand to a constable in uniform.

4.
Registered door supervisors to be provided for all evening functions throughout the evening.

All other times, days and conditions remain as per the current Premises Licence.
