Performances of Dance first floor private members club/lounge only





1900 - 2300 hours	Monday to Saturday





Conditions - imposed to promote the control of public nuisance.





(a)	Prior to the private members club being used (first floor) the Fire Safety Officer's requirements to be met in full.


(b)	Qualified security staff to be employed inside the premises to protect the dancers.


(c)	CCTV to be installed inside the premises both on the ground and first floor to protect the dancers.


(d)	The rules of the club to be available for inspection by the Licensing Authority during hours the premises are open to the public.


(e)	Windows of the first floor lounge to be blanked out to ensure that nothing can be seen from outside the premises.


(f)	Customers in the lounge to remain seated.


(g)	Dancers to be provided with secure changing areas.


No cubicles or enclosed areas for customers to be provided in the first floor lounge.


The maximum occupancy levels to be 100 on the ground floor and 30 on the first floor, to include members of staff.


(j)	Live music events to be limited to one a week.


(k)	The door and windows to be closed during the playing of live music other than for ingress and egress but to be closed at 7pm in any event.


(I)	The use of the `quiet taxi" to be positively encouraged.


(m)	No posters of the activities on the first floor to be displayed either outside the premises or on the ground floor.


(n)	The applicant to work closely with the Environmental Protection Section to control any nuisance.
