RESOLVED-


To grant and vary the existing licence for the premises known as Penny Theatre at 30-31 Northgate, Canterbury and the conditions attached to it be noted.





To extend the hours for the sale of alcohol, hot drink and/or food and entertainment, and to permit regulated entertainment as indicated, all to operate Monday, Tuesday, Wednesday and Sunday 10:00 hours to 24:00 hours, Thursday, Friday and Saturday 10:00 hours to 01:00 (the following day).


In the event of the transmission of any recognised international sporting event (not exceeding 12 in any year and the details of the activity to be notified to the licensing authority and the police 10 days beforehand, with the police giving their written consent prior to the commencement of the event) the hours of which fall outside the current permitted hours on the premises licence, to extend the hours for the sale of alcohol, hot drink and/or food and entertainment; and to permit regulated entertainment as indicated, commencing one hour before the start of the event and ending one hour after the end of the event.


On the following days/dates the permitted licensable activity be extended by one hour:��1 January Burns Night Valentine's Night St David's Day Easter Monday May Bank Holiday Monday Spring Bank Holiday Monday August Bank Holiday Monday Halloween Boxing Day


On the following days/dates the permitted licensable activity be extended by two hours: ��St Patrick's Day Christmas Eve


To remove restrictions placed on the licence by virtue of schedule 8paragraph 6 (6) and 6(8) of the Licensing Act 2003 as indicated.
