The Hobgoblin 40 St Peter’s Street Canterbury

The Members decided to grant and vary the licence subject to the following conditions. The conditions and opening hours were imposed in order to promote the licensing objective of reducing public nuisance.

Conditions

1. Doors and windows would be kept closed when live or recorded music is playing or

2. any entertainment using amplified voice save for entry and exit.

2.
Doors shall not be propped open and automatic closers shall work effectively ,

3.
No music should be played in the garden.

4.
The garden should be cleared of customers by 2300 hours.

5.
Live music disc jockeys, karaoke and dance will be limited to two occasions per week.

6.
Performers, amplifiers and disc jockey equipment to be sited at a location within the premises as agreed by the Environmental Protection Section of the council where they are least likely to cause noise nuisance.

7.
The licensee will work with the environmental protection section of the council to agree appropriate noise levels for events in the premises to avoid any nuisance to neighbouring properties.

8.
Licensee to ensure that no customers take alcohol out on to the street to drink.

Supply of alcohol

1000 to 2330 hours Sunday to Thursday 1100 to 2300 hours Friday and Saturday

Films, indoor sporting events and late night refreshment 

0700 to 0000 hours Sunday to Thursday

0700 to 0100 hours Friday and Saturday

Live and recorded music, provision of facilities for making music and provision of facilities for dancing

0700 to 2300 Monday to Sunday with a maximum of two events involving any kind of regulated music each week
