 A disturbing attack in Broad Street.

A member suffered a terrifying experience at her home in Broad Street on Friday evening 16 July between 9.30 & 10.00p.m. A heavily drugged man loitered for ages by her front door and then proceeded to pound against it relentlessly at full force. The resident made a 999 call, as did her neighbours opposite who witnessed the attack. Thankfully, her door held out but she was traumatised and suffered delayed shock. The police took at least 10 to 15 minutes to arrive, whereupon the attacker ran off towards Northgate. The police followed him but he disappeared down an alley and they lost him. There were clear hand prints and head/nose marks on her door and these have been tested for forensic evidence.
 
 We have voiced our concerns about the deterioration of this area of Canterbury with the need for better policing several times recently and will continue to monitor the situation.
The Marlowe Theatre: Update from Theatre Director Mark Everett (July 2010).

Of great recent interest has been the completion of the structure of the pinnacle on top of the Fly Tower. This is partly practical, as it will house the mechanism for what are known as the fire lanterns. These are a safety device to direct any fire on-stage upwards rather than laterally to endanger the rest of the building. All theatre fly towers have them. However, the pinnacle is also architecturally important as it finishes off the highest part of the theatre in an eye-catching and, I think, beautiful way. If you look carefully, the angle of the pinnacle shows it doffing its cap to the Cathedral, which is, and will remain, the most important building in Canterbury.

The external cladding of the Fly Tower, Pinnacle, and much of the rest of the theatre will soon be complete. This will be followed by the “chain mail” that will be stretched over the Fly Tower and which will in itself form one of the most significant architectural features of the new Marlowe. Keep your eyes open for when this starts to go on!

NHW INFO:
1. Residents in the area have reported being called upon this week by a person who claims he needs access to their property because he is working on the house next door or he has previously done work on their home. He claims that he needs to do remedial drainage work and / or install dehumidifiers in their home to remedy the problems the neighbours are having. The man then follows up the visit with telephone calls asking for large cash deposits of thousands of pounds for equipment that he needs to hire. If the householder refuses to pay, the trader threatens to take court action and becomes aggressive. The man is described as short, 45, stocky build with fair/ reddish short hair, and an unusual accent. He uses a Dover telephone number. No vehicle has been reported. This is a scam. If you receive such a call at your door, report it to the Police and Trading Standards immediately. Do not give out your telephone number, name or bank details and do not hand over any money or disclose whether you have any cash in the house. 3. A local resident has reported having an unexpected call at his front door from a man who said that he was offering free insulation. The man told him that all he would need to do would be to pay for the insulation and then claim the money back from his own energy supplier.
If you receive such a call at your door please be wary. Please report such callers to Consumer Direct on 08454 04 05 06 who will be able to offer suitable advice about what to do in these situations.

4. We have had report of several vehicles in the district being broken into recently. The majority of these vehicles had been left INSECURE with valuables on display. Please remember to remove all valuables from sight and SECURE vehicles even if leaving for only a short time. 


There have been several incidents of theft from handbags in Charity Shops in this area. It seems that the opportunist just walks through the shop, as the doors are open in this hot weather, and helps him/herself whilst the sales staff are otherwise occupied.


Police are appealing for information following a sexual assault in Kingsmead Road, Canterbury. The incident occurred between 2.30am and 3am on Sunday 25 July. A 29-year-old woman was walking home when she stopped for a rest. It is said that a man approached her and asked her if she was ok. It is believed that the man then sexually assaulted her and took her phone. A short while later he returned with her phone and it is then reported that he grabbed her again before running away.

The suspect is described by the victim as being Arab, aged between 20 and 25 years old, of medium build and around 5ft 7in tall. He had short black hair and spoke with a foreign accent.

After a women was seen shoplifting in Northgate and the police were alerted,

police community support officer (PCSO) Graeme Clayton carried out a stop

check on the suspect. The woman was found to be carrying stolen items and

was subsequently arrested by PC Lorrayn Evanson-Goddard for shoplifting at

two stores and for the theft of a handbag from another. The next day she was

sentenced at Canterbury Magistrates Court to 300 days in prison for the three

offences.

Three men have been issued with £80 fines after they were found during police

patrols to be urinating in Canterbury city centre.

Responding to concerns of residents living in the city, officers from the

Canterbury neighbourhood policing team have been patrolling at weekends and warning people against getting involved in anti-social behaviour. PCs and

PCSOs have also been asking club goers to leave quietly as they make their
