Paintings stolen in burglary
Police are appealing for information following a burglary at a house in Monastery Street, Canterbury. The incident occurred between 7.45am on Monday, 22 March and 8pm on Friday, 26 March.
A number of unusual and valuable items were taken in the burglary. 
These include: 
Three signet rings to the value of £100 
Four paintings of the Isle of White by artist Ron Folland, worth £200 
Three oil paintings of a stream scene also by Ron Folland, worth £1000. 
Trading Standards Message.
Kent Trading Standards were recently attending a home of a consumer being targeted by criminals through scam mailing.  During the visit, the consumer took a phone call from a male claiming to be the 'Head of Reclaim' for the Ministry of Justice.
The Male gave his name as Rig Capper, spoke with an African sounding accent and the line was of a poor quality.
He was claiming that the consumer had £1586 waiting to be claimed.  The consumer was told to go to the Post Office alone and ring him on a phone number that appears to be London based to claim the money, however it is likely that this number redirects to a foreign number and calling him would result in a request for bank details in order to process the claim which would never have been paid.
When told by a Community Warden who took over the phone call that the consumer would not be going to the post office, the caller became verbally abusive and hung up before any further questions could be asked of him.

Such Criminals tend to be extremely persistent and will make several phone calls at any hour of the day to gather personal details and bank information.  Kent Trading Standards advise consumers to ignore such phone calls and if the calls persist to consider changing your phone number.  Some prize draws, particularly those with a return address abroad, are not what they seem.  They will be used to gather details, which will be sold to criminal gangs.
Do Not Give Bank Details or Credit Card Details over the telephone.

Canterbury City Council is responsible for maintaining the appearance of the district's public areas and ensuring the safe disposal of its waste. Their service includes:

· Maintaining 94% of the districts streets to an acceptable standard of cleanliness. 

· Removing dumped rubbish and fly tipping from the highway within 24 hours of being informed. 

· Responding on site to spillages on the highway within one hour of being informed. 

· Emptying dog bins and litter bins daily (minimum). 

· Removing shopping trolleys within three hours of being informed.

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The Mayor of the City of Canterbury, Cr Robert Furolo MP, said Council is taking a stand against graffiti vandalism as part of the first Graffiti Action Day on Sunday, 2 May 2010.
Graffiti Action Day is a joint initiative of Keep Australia Beautiful NSW and the NSW Government. 

We are not alone!

It would be nice if we could have a target of removing ALL graffiti from our area.  This does of course involve individual property owners getting 'on board'.

Graffiti is illegal. Those caught causing graffiti can be prosecuted under the Criminal Damage Act 1971. Those found guilty can be fined up to £5000. 
Graffiti undermines pride in the local community. Graffiti is often the first element in a spiral of decline and creates a negative impression of an area. It also contributes to the fear of crime.

If you know someone who is causing graffiti report it to the Police on 01227 762055. You can also call Crime Stoppers anonymously on 0800 555 111.

Canterbury City Council works with its contractor Serco to remove graffiti and fly-posting from your streets.  You can report problems to Serco on 0800 031 9091 or contact us on environmentalhelpdesk@canterbury.serco.com
The Council can remove graffiti from private property free of charge for the first two hours work.  You will be required to sign a disclaimer form.  Please contact Serco on 0800 0319091 for more information. The Council cannot remove graffiti from street furniture that Canterbury City Council does not own.
