Park Gates

Update from our Chairman

A public meeting to discuss the nighttime locking of park gates in Canterbury will take place at the city’s Guildhall on Monday 9 May at 6.30pm.

The city council had planned to stop locking the gates at 14 parks and cemeteries to save money. However, concerns were raised at the proposals, leading to the meeting being set up. The council is working on ideas that would see locking continuing at four important sites in the city – the Westgate Gardens, Canterbury Castle, Solly’s Orchard and the Butterfly Garden – and is looking forward to discussing them at the meeting. Head of Housing, Community Safety and Environment Services, Larissa Laing, said: “The meeting provides an ideal opportunity for groups to come along and find out how they can help the council. We are expecting a constructive and positive discussion with local residents.”

It would seem they are just trying to pick off the four parks about which there has been any significant opposition!

Assault in Orange Street

Police are appealing for witnesses after a Canterbury woman was hit over the head with a bottle on Saturday 9 April when she asked a man to stop urinating in her porch. The 49-year-old was leaving her flat when she spotted the man about to urinate. She shouted at him to stop and he walked away. She then went to her car and as she was manoeuvring it in King Street, near the junction with Orange Street, the man with six others approached her car and opened the door. Beer was poured over the woman and she was then hit over the head. She drove away and then stopped to ask passers-by to call for an ambulance. The bump on her head was checked but the woman declined to go to hospital. The assault happened between 4.15pm and 4.30pm. PC Gemma Sherwin said: 'The man was in his mid 20's, wearing white shorts and a t-shirt. He was with a group of about six men and they were drinking bottles of beer in the street.'
