WE HAVE A GOOD NEWS REPORT FOR YOU:

Police have found Two and a Half Thousand Pounds worth of Drugs and a £1000 of cash after raiding a flat in Pinetree Avenue, Canterbury on March 11th. Heroin was found which is reported as the largest drugs find in the Canterbury Area for several years.
This raid resulted from information provided by the local community and passed to the Neighbourhood Police Team.
 

COMMUNITY MESSAGE:

We have been asked to put out some general reminders for you: 
1. Regarding a spate of thefts from purses and handbags. Please remind your members to keep their bags, purses, wallets close to them at all times, whether they be out shopping or even visiting pubs/clubs/bars. The NHW Office have a few purse chains available F.O.C.

2. Thefts from motor vehicles, especially vans.  Please remind members to make sure vehicles are secure and nothing is left on show.  At the moment, thieves are targeting vehicles with tools in them.

3. Do not forget that as the warmer weather arrives the 'dodgy door knockers' seem to put in an appearance. Please remind members about cold callers/bogus callers.
Kent Trading Standards wishes to hear from anyone who has booked a boating holiday on a "Luxury Yacht" in Alicante, Spain, through a company by the name of DREAM CATCHERS. This company is purporting to be based in Sevenoaks Kent.
Information suggests that the holidays do not exist and the company is not responding to attempts to contact them.

BOGUS CALLERS: 
We have a report from the Police regarding Bogus callers.
They have been calling Elderly people and purporting to be from the Health Service checking up on patients and reviewing their medication.
More than five patients across East Kent have received calls from someone pretending to be calling from the Local GP Surgery. 
In some instances, they claimed that the patient would benefit from taking Pomegranate Tablets and asked for Credit Card Details, Alarm Bells should be ringing at this stage!
One Elderly woman who thought she was talking to the GP Surgery later found that £179:50 had been deducted from her Bank Account.
The Call was later traced back to India.
Please be very suspicious of any such calls.  When Bank Details are requested.
No one in the Health Service would ask for such information.

This occurred at Black Griffen Lane, between 17:00 on the 27th and 09:00 on the 28th February. The offender gained entrance to this property via the front door, means and method unknown.

This occurred at St Peters Place, between 17:00 and 20:00 on the 27th February. The offender gained access to this property via the front door means on entry not stated.

The rear door at the premises has been forced with a screwdriver and an internal white door was stolen.
