CENSUS 2011

Kent Police would like to remind everyone about the upcoming Census in March. Each property in England and Wales will receive a questionnaire through the post or delivered by hand.

It is important to remember the following points in respect of the Census period.

a) If you have completed your Census form and returned it - no person should call at your property.

b) If you forget to complete your form and someone knocks asking for information, check their identity and photo to ensure they are valid.

c) If you are in any doubt of the people’s identity - close the door and do not let them in. Always use your door chain when opening the door.

d) If you suspect the person is not genuine, try to record some of the details below and report it to Kent Police on 01622 690690.

Details; Names if Possible.
Person description - what they were wearing, hair colour, age etc.
Any telephone numbers they gave you to ring back.
Vehicle registration numbers, colour, make and model.
Company names - if given

THEFT OF METAL


Householders in the area are advised that they can take a few simple precautions to reduce the risk posed to their properties.

Make sure all tools and machinery are stored securely.

Lead can be coated in anti-climb paint. The paint does not degrade the lead but makes it very messy and difficult for a thief to remove. 

Silver paint can also be used to coat lead. This coating reduces the value of the metal and thieves are less likely to steal it and sell it on.

Avoid leaving anything lying around that could be used to help thief climb on a roof.

Check that fences/gates are locked and secure

Install security lighting or CCTV 

Sgt Graham Todd said; "We would urge people to be vigilant and contact police if they see workmen on roofs of schools, churches and buildings during unusual hours or persons collecting scrap in remote rural locations."

TRADING STANDARDS 

There have been reports in the area of people dressed as police officers knocking on people's doors reporting that there is a problem involving their bank. They are then asking the householder if they can quickly check their bankcards.

 

These are NOT real police officers and this is not something that a genuine police officer would do. Never give your bank details to anyone in these circumstances.

SUSPICIOUS CALLERS
It has been reported that Rogue Traders have been cold calling offering to do roofing, guttering and general house repairs.
Although these people are not doing anything illegal they are quite intimidating and members are asked to warn or look out for the vulnerable people in their area.
The traders are in a white low loader transit van, Reg.No. RK 02 YGN, which was carrying a ladder and a wheelbarrow.

Kent Police have also issued the following warning.
Two Youths have been knocking on doors in this area.
They say that they are calling on behalf of an energy provider to check the loft and  to see if the householder is eligible for an insulation grant.
Descriptions as follows: White, Late Teens early 20's, smartly dressed with shirt and tie.
Do not allow anyone into your property to check insulation.
