It was great to see so many of you at the BBQ in July. The weather was again kind to us and we had yet another successful barbecue with lashings of food and ginger beer (and a fair amount of wine). 


The Westgate Hall Trust has been granted permission by the Council to run the Hall as a Community Centre in conjunction with Curzon Cinemas. Curzon Cinemas will run a three-screen cinema in half of the building. They will show art house films, foreign language, popular blockbusters and children's films.
There will also be live productions of opera and ballet and a cafe bar.

KENT POLICE

There has been no significant damage or disorder reported after Kent Police launched a successful clampdown operation in response to incidents during the August riots. Officers on patrol took a zero-tolerance approach to any signs of disorder. Small groups were dispersed in Gravesend and Chatham and five were arrested in Gravesend for minor criminal damage. 

Three of the 11 people arrested following the previous night's incidents (Monday 8 August) have been released on bail while officers make further inquiries, and eight remained in custody.

Deputy Chief Constable Alan Pughlsey said 'I'd like to thank the people of Kent and Medway for their messages of support, and for the information they've given us.'

'The plans we have put in place worked very well, and we will be continue to work hard to make sure it stays that way.'

'We will continue to take a zero tolerance approach, we will support all lawful activities, but will swiftly challenge any hint of disorder.  We sent a very clear message to anyone trying to come to Kent to attack our community to stay away or face the consequences.'

'The people of Kent have shown they neither want nor support thuggery and violence in any form, and we thank them for their support in keeping the streets calm and peaceful, so businesses could trade normally and people could go about unmolested.'

Advice for residents
· Report suspicious activity to Kent Police on 01622 690690. Suspicious activity could be anything out of the ordinary i.e. large groups of people gathering. 

· Park your car in well-lit areas and in your garage if you have one. 

· Avoid crowds and if you see a confrontation, walk away and report it to Kent Police. 

· Think about property which could be used to start a fire - keep rubbish bins out of sight, and only put them out on rubbish collection day. 

· Make sure there is nothing lying around outside your house that could be used to damage your or someone else's property, or harm someone.

Distraction.

There have been two reports over the last couple of weeks whereby a male and a female have knocked on a door and asked the residents of that address if they could use their toilet. On one occasion, the female used the toilet and when the resident got suspicious, threatened to phone the police. At this point, both the male and female left the property very quickly. On the other occasion, a male and a female knocked on the door and when they asked if they could use the toilet, the homeowner told them it would be better if they used the Pub across the road. The two persons then walked off in the opposite direction away from the pub heading towards a location with many elderly residents.

Descriptions are 
White male, mid 20's, missing a couple of teeth. Light white sports top on one occasion and a black hoody on the other also wearing cut off shorts

White Female, blonde hair, late teens/early 20's  wearing a pink jumper.

Although the descriptions are vague, please always be mindful of whom you let into your property and there is no reason why a stranger to you would want to use your toilet. If a business, calls at your door always ask for identification to be shown and if you feel uncomfortable then do not let them.


Telephone scams. 

Kent Trading Standards have received information from a consumer who was contacted by phone by an individual claiming to be from the Office of Fair Trading. The caller had an Indian accent and said that the consumer was due to receive a cheque for over £4000.00 for a refund of bank charges. The caller went on to request the consumer’s bank details and said that the money would be released once they had checked passport and bank details. 


Immigration update July 2011.
Information received from PCSO Kelly Greenwood from Canterbury NPU regarding possible illegal workers at Chomchom's restaurant, Canterbury.
On 30/03/11, the UKBA Kent Arrest Team conducted an enforcement visit to the premises, where they encountered two Nepalese males who were found to be working illegally. Both males were arrested and detained and successfully removed back to Nepal on 08/04/11 and 10/04/11

On 19/04/11 at Roman Road, Upper Harbledown, two males were seen exiting a lorry bound for Dover. PC Neil Baker attended the scene and encountered the two males. Checks on these males showed both were from Pakistan and had overstayed their leave in the UK. Both males were arrested by PC Baker and later transferred into UKBA detention facilities. Both males were successfully removed back to Pakistan on 10/06/11 and 11/06/11.

An Afghan male with a lengthy criminal record called Javeed HUSSEINI was deported on 14/06/11 to Afghanistan and is now excluded from returning to the UK.
