At this busy time of year, we are getting reports of handbags/purses being stolen whilst the victim is doing their shopping.


Please remind your members that whilst they are out shopping they should keep their purses/wallets/bags close to them at all times.
COMMUNITY MESSAGE.


We are still getting many reports of Theft from Motor Vehicles, and in many cases, the items that are stolen are in full view for every one to see.


PLEASE PLEASE put all your items out of sight in boots or glove boxes. DO NOT leave handbags and wallets in your car on open view. You may know that there is nothing of value in your bag, but a thief does not know that and he/she will break into your car just to find out.


When you return home, again remove all items from view. 


REMEMBER THIEVES DO THEIR SHOPPING ANYWHERE AND AT ANY TIME.

A number of Coordinators have received unsolicited telephone calls from a well spoken but pushy male.
He states that a number of crimes have been committed in the area and that he is conducting a Crime Prevention Survey.
He made it sound as if it was Official Police Business, which of course it was not.
He was offering Free Burglar Alarm Systems to the first four people taking up his offer.
When he was told that they already had an Alarm System, the call was very quickly terminated. This is of course a Salesman trying it on. No one from the Police or Crime Prevention or indeed NHW will be making such calls.
They will of course offer advice if called by you.

There have been a number of distraction burglaries and rogue trader incidents in the East Kent Area recently with elderly vulnerable people being targeted.


If you know of a vulnerable person who lives alone in your area, please keep an eye out for them and report any suspicious incidents.


Free upgrades of security could be available to people of pensionable age.

Please remind everyone that you
have to report any crimes, even
dodgy door knockers and anti-social
behaviour to the Police via 762055,
as well as to your Neighbourhood
Policing teams.

The reason being is that, if nobody
makes those calls to 762055, the
Police are not aware how serious
the problem may be and may not
resource it properly. If they were to
get 10 calls they get logged as 10
incidents and they can identify the
route these people may be taking by
the times of the calls. If it is anti-social
behaviour they can also collate the
time of the day and days it occurs.
At a recent Safer Canterbury
District Partnership meeting it was
mentioned that some residents

were complaining about anti-social
behaviour in their area, yet the Police
had not perceived this to be an issue
as they had not received any reports.

Therefore, this meant that the
area did not receive extra policing
resources to tackle the problem.

| mentioned reporting any incidents
to 762055 as it is on this number
that incidents get recorded by the
Police and will show up in their crime
statistics. If you were to phone your
Neighbourhood Policing Officer it
does not get recorded and he, or she,
may not be available at that time to
respond, may be on holiday, may be
off sick, or may have been drafted
into another problem area in the
short term.
