WESTGATE HALL:

We have been very encouraged to see that the newly formed Westgate Hall Trust has submitted a business plan to the Council for the future of the building as a community trust.  Hilary McKernan has met their Chairman and was impressed with their professional attitude and their proposals for the hall.  Hilary has written to the Council to express the SPA Committee's full support for this plan and hope for a positive response.

CHARITY CLOTHES COLLECTIONS:

We have a report of a Firm under the name of LUNETEX dropping off Clothes bags for collection of unwanted items for an alleged Charity.
This firm does not carry a Charity Number. Members are advised that any collectors of Clothes for Charities should clearly display a Charity Number on the Bag.  You are advised not to deal with these unregistered firms who will be selling any donated items for profit and not a charity.

HANDBAG THEFT:

In our NHW Area we have had 2 incidents recently in Supermarket car parks, whereby a female returning to her vehicle after shopping, and putting her handbag on the front seat of her car, has been distracted by a foreign national asking directions with a map.  Whilst the woman’s attention was fully occupied, an accomplice made off with her handbag. 

MAIL SCAM:

Trading Standards, as part of its commitment to assist Mail Scam/Fraud Victims, has found that several victims - who have already been affected - have been contacted by fraudsters posing as officials in mailings and telephone calls. The Conmen claim to represent the Office of Fair Trading, or important sounding foreign watchdogs and even Trading Standards.

BOGUS WORKMEN:

We have a report of activity by Bogus Workmen in the area.  It appears that the Council has instructed a maintenance company to carry out work on Council properties. 
At the same time some Bogus Opportunist workers have been calling on private properties in the area offering to carry out maintenance work and in some cases stating they had indeed already carried out the work  whilst the resident was away and then demanding payment.
One Bogus individual informed a victim that he had called the previous day and had cleaned out their gutters. He stated that it would cost £100, the victim refused to pay, the man then said he would accept £50, the victim again refused and asked the man to leave. The man then stated that he would be back the following day to collect his cash.
You are asked to notify Police if you are approached by similar individuals and please do not part with any money for unsolicited work on your premises.
