WE HAVE A GOOD NEWS REPORT FOR YOU.

Police have arrested a 21-year-old man who is being questioned about more than 90 graffiti tags that have appeared in the city and on the University of Kent Campus.
The arrest follows information received about who might be responsible for causing hundreds of pounds of damage in the City.
Community Support Officer for the University of Kent, Jodie Bryan has also been working with the University of Kent where some of the graffiti has appeared.

THEFTS FROM MOTOR VEHICLES ON THE INCREASE

There has been an increase in thefts from motor vehicles across the Thanet and Canterbury policing area. Police confirm that the problem seems to be mostly in residential areas. Would all N.H.Watch co-ordinators please redouble their efforts to alert their members of this problem?
Neighbours should be advised to remove ALL VALUABLES FROM THEIR VEHICLES WHEN PARKED, especially at night. This is a crime trend that WE in N,H.Watch can actively influence by ensuring that temptation is removed in the first instance, SO PLEASE LETS MAKE IT HAPPEN!
